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PREAMBLE
The mission of this organization is to promote, encourage, improve, and protect
the common good and general welfare of the citizens of Cradock and its environs. In
pursuing these objectives, the organization shall constantly remain aware of the political,
fraternal, and religious affiliations of the individual members.
VISION

The Cradock Civic League is purely nonprofit and for civic purposes working
together to make Cradock the best place to live.

ARTICLE |

PROCEDURE

All procedures at any regular or special meeting of either the Boards of Directors or
Membership shall be governed by ROBERT'S RULES OF ORDER.

ARTICLE I
MEMBERSHIP
Any adult who resides, owns real property, or maintains continued interest in
Historic Cradock, Cradock, Cradock Gardens, or West Cradock shall be eligible for
membership.
ARTICLE Ill
MEETING AND VOTING POWER

Section 1. The fiscal year shall begin January 1 in any calendar year and end
December 31 of the same year.

Section 2. Regular meetings of the Membership for the Cradock Civic League
shall be held at 7:00 P.M. on the first Tuesday of each month at a place designated at the
previous regular meeting.



Section 3. At any regular meeting each member in good standing with dues paid
shall have the right to vote on any issue that may be presented to the membership for a
vote. In order to vote in a General Election for Officers, a member must be a paid member
on or before the first Tuesday of September in an election year.

Section 4. The quorum of the league shall be as follows:

(1) The quorum of the league consists of no less than 5 members present,
regardless of the number of paid members of the Cradock Civic League, two of whom
shall be officers.

Section 5. The motion, amendment, or any issue brought before the membership
for a vote shall be carried with a majority (in favor) vote.

ARTICLE IV
DUES

Section 1. The dues of the Cradock Civic League shall be $12.00 for each person
under the age of 65 and $6.00 per person age 65 and older. Dues will be prorated on a
monthly basis by $1:00 or $.50 per person age 65 and older for the balance of that
particular year. Dues will be paid on an annual basis and will provide membership for one
fiscal year. All dues must be paid in advance.

Section 2. If any member has not paid their dues for the fiscal year, he or she shall
be considered a delinquent member and shall have no voting power until the dues are
paid.

Section 3. Dues heretofore determined may be changed by a majority vote of
members present at any regular meeting but shall not be changed more than once in any
given fiscal year.

ARTICLE V
OFFICERS
Section 1. Officers shall be elected in November for a two (2) year term to begin in

January of the following year and to end upon installation of the new officers. Installation
shall take place at the January meeting.

Section 2. Officers of the Cradock Civic League shall be a President, Vice
President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section 3. The duties of the Officers will be as follows.
