& Children’s Bike Parade 
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As most teenagers spend their summer break 
soaking in rays at the beach or lounging 
around the house, some 300 junior high and 
high school-age students will be hard at work 
on a one week-long community service project 
in Portsmouth, July 5-12, 2008. 
WHAT: “World Changers,” an initiative of 
the North American Mission Board (Southern 
Baptist Convention), is bringing a group of 
some 300 students to Portsmouth to paint 
houses, replace roofs, and provide hope to 
residents in need. 
WHO: Some 300 junior high and high school 
students from across the United States 
WHEN: July 5-12, 2008 
WHERE: Portsmouth - Cradock Neighbor-
hood 
“These students are showing the true heart of 
America,” said John Bailey, Team Leader for 
World Changers. “I think the people of Ports-
mouth will be touched by their spirit and hard 
work.” 
This summer, more than 22,000 students na-
tionwide will forgo summer jobs and instead 
pay $260, on average, to participate in 95 con-
struction and community service projects from 
Alaska to Pennsylvania to South Carolina. 
Cradock will reap the benefits of the visiting 
“World Changers,” who are coming to Cra-
dock through a partnership with the Ports-
mouth Redevelopment and Housing Author-
ity, the City of Portsmouth, and the Ports-
mouth Baptist Association. There are eleven 
owner-occupied homes in the neighborhood 
that were selected for the project.  
Teenagers serving Portsmouth will take part in 
a variety of home improvement and cleanup 
tasks – including painting, window repair/
replacement, repairing roofs, improving handi-
cap accessibility, and landscaping.

You can then speak 
directly with that agency.
