Aid Available for Those Facing Economic
Hardship
When temperatures and humidity soar,
staying cool is not a luxury, but a neces-
sity for health, safety and quality of life.
Aid is available to help Virginia's low-
income families and most vulnerable indi-
viduals stay safe in sweltering heat. Now
through Monday, August 16, local de-
partments of social services are accepting
cooling assistance applications.
Assistance is available to households that
include a child under age six, a disabled
individual or an adult age 60 or over who
meet income and eligibility requirements.
To qualify for cooling assistance, the
maximum gross monthly income for a one
-person household is $1,174 before taxes
