Dear Neighbors, 
 

It has been a very busy summer!! Even though the 
Civic League did not meet during the months of 
July and August, we were still very active in and 
around the community. You may have seen my self 
and our vice-president picking up trash on Afton  
Parkway in June and again with the Cradock 
Watch in August. YOU can help, when you are out 
walking or cleaning up your yard and there is trash 
in the street please pick it up. The more we do this 
the better our Neighborhood will look! The fight 
against the Proposed Ethanol Plant is still going 
on. Over the summer, we have been passing out 
informational flyers in five Chesapeake neighbor-
hoods, and attending many city public meetings. I 
went on the trip to Wisconsin to visit two Ethanol 
plants. We have done interviews with the paper, 
radio and TV news. I have spoken at the Ports-
mouth City Council and at the Chesapeake City 
Council meetings several times. We are continuing 
to collect names for the petition against the plant 
and to spend countless hours on the phone and 
internet researching everything there is to know 
about Ethanol and its production. We have found 
there WILL be increased traffic at least 100 truck 
trips a day on Victory Blvd (possibly many more) 
not including the employee traffic, increased train 
traffic on GWHY (at least 3 to 6 a week), constant  
noise  (24/7 350 days a year) from the plant with 
the Hammer mills, dryers and cooling fans.  Haz-
ardous chemicals such as Aqua-Ammonia, Sulfuric 
Acid and denatured ethanol  WILL BE traveling 
right past our homes, schools and churches. The 
plant will be using Portsmouth roads, your tax dol-
lars will go to fix the roads this plant uses. But, not 
one penny is going to be coming from the plant to 
Portsmouth. It will all be in Chesapeake. I hope you 
will join in the fight and be at the October 10th 
Chesapeake Planning Commission meeting and 
then again at the November Chesapeake City 
Council meeting. We NEED YOU to be in atten-
dance and to stand when asked who is in opposition 
to this plant!!! Chesapeake City Council will be 
voting on our Quality of Life. Let them know with 
out a shadow of a doubt that WE DO NOT WANT A 
216 TO 238 MILLION GALLON A YEAR ETHA-
NOL PLANT !!!!!
