On June 20, 2009, most Cradock 
Residents woke up to find a yellow 
bag hanging on their front door.  
This bag contained vital informa-
tion for the resident.  Thankfully, 
this time, it was only a test.  Who 
organized this test?  Why was it 
done?  Was it successful?  
 The test was organized by the Vir-
ginia Department of Health (VDH) 
with assistance from the Cradock 
Civic League Officers and about 
13 other community volunteers.  
The VDH wanted to determine if 
the Cradock Community could or-
ganize to distribute medicine and 
other information in the event of a 
medical crisis.  If successful, our 
community would be able to re-
ceive medical supplies and infor-
mation much quicker and deliv-
ered right to our doors.  The alter-
native would be to wait for a call to 
report downtown to the main cen-
ter or to a satellite location, which 
could take days or even weeks to 
cover the entire city.
